Grades 7-8
Duration: Approximately 2-3 class periods, two days for research and one day for reporting

Stage 1 Desired Results

Established Goals:

Social Studies Standard 2, Benchmark 8.2 Identify representative leaders from Montana tribal nations.

Understandings: Essential Questions:

Stage 2 Assessment Evidence

Performance Tasks:

1. Each student will demonstrate adequate knowledge about tribal leaders through their research, presentation
and discussion.

Stage 3 Learning Plan

Learning Activities:

Lead a brief class discussion/brainstorming session about what makes a good leader. List the characteristics
on the board.

Next, ask students about famous American Indian leaders they know. Brainstorm another list on the board and
try to come up with as many names as possible. Ask them if they can identify leaders from Montana tribal
nations.

Tell them they will be interviewing or researching a tribal leader and will be asked to prepare a two-page
informative essay and also give an oral presentation of their findings to the entire class.
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Leaders of Tribal Governments (Contemporary and Historic) (continued)

Have students work in pairs or small groups. In order to ensure coverage of all Montana tribes have students
clear their respective leaders with you prior to beginning the interviews/research.

Suggested listing of leaders is included in the lesson (not complete at this time, more will be added later).
Students will be required to fill out the attached worksheet (ask them to use complete sentences). Tell them
they will also be doing a 2 minute oral presentation of their findings to the rest of the class. (Assigning
cooperative learning roles is suggested in order to maximize student participation).

8. What are a few essential ideas/information about your tribe that you would like students in Montana
schools to learn and understand?

2. When and where did they live?

3. What noteworthy accomplishments or impacts have they had on history? Briefly describe a couple
significant events associated with this person.
