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Directions:  Participants form two circles, an inner circle and an outer circle with each participant pairing up with a partner from the opposite circle.  Instruct the participants to introduce themselves.  Explain that each person in the pair will have 1 minute(timed) to respond to some questions.  Explain that only one person of the pair talks at a time—the other one listens.  Ask the question; announce the determiner to explain which of the pair goes first, then REPEAT the question.  Do a “ready, set, go.”  Time 60 seconds for the first response, blow the whistle to signal time is up and then announce that it is time to switch talkers and listeners. Repeat the question…”ready, set, go.”  The other participant then receives 1 minute to respond to the same question while the first talker listens.  After there has been time for responses from both participants, instruct one of the circles to revolve a few steps, taking the participants to a new partner.  It is best to use random numbers to revolve so that it is not just moving on to the next person. Instruct the new partners to introduce themselves, and then repeat the process, asking the next question.  

Use the following (pairing one determiner with each question) to determine which partner speaks first:  (or make up some determiners of your own)

Person with the longest hair speaks first.

Person wearing the brightest color speaks first.

Person whose first name would be first by alphabetical order speaks first.

Person whose last name would be first by alphabetical order speaks first.

Person with the shortest hair speaks first.

Person who lives the closest to Bozeman speaks first.

Person who has the most siblings speaks first.

Person in the outer circle speaks first.

Person in the inner circle speaks first.

Tallest person speaks first.

Shortest person speaks first.

Person who has taught the longest speaks first.
