Respect Lesson 3
School-Wide Behavior Matrix
Week of 1/12/09-1/15/09
Brief Description

This is a student led lesson.  Each Husky Time will have a student who is a member of the Youth Leadership group who will lead discussion.
Objectives

Students will understand that you should “walk in the other person’s shoes” before making comments that are disrespectful
Materials Needed

Lesson Plan 

Ask the following questions –write down comments that the students make.
1. How do you feel when someone judges you without knowing you or giving you a chance?
2. How would you feel if you were trying to help someone and they were disrespectful to you?

3. Would you ever stop someone from being disrespectful?

Read the following story:

It was the first day of school and we were all excited-new year, new classes, new friends and new teachers.  My first class was with the hardest teacher in the school.  He started off the first class be reading through two pages of rules-he had rules for rules.  Second period was with the coolest teacher in school.  She was organized with a fun activity at the beginning of class and greeted every student as they came in-It felt like home-comfortable.  My third period class was so boring that I slept through the half I wasn’t texting in.  My fourth period was gym and although sweating while being yelled at is normally fun for me, today it wasn’t-thank god for lunch!  After lunch I had the “new teacher”.  I’d heard during lunch that he was shy and totally different.  Several of us decided during lunch that we would “welcome” him to school properly.  He opened the lesson by playing a really gay name game so he could learn our names-I know: read the list!  After the name game, he tried to engage us into a conversation about our summer-we showed him-my friend Lisa called him a “pathetic loser” and after we laugh at him Joe whipped out his cell phone and tried to order a pizza.  He tried to reason with Joe, but he showed that loser-he walked out of class and said “what are you going to do about it?”  I think we definitely welcomed him to our school in a proper way-wait until you hear what we have planned for him tomorrow…..
1. Did the students in this case give the new teacher a chance?

2. Were the students respectful to the new teacher?
3. What could the new teacher have done differently?

4. How could some of the other teachers helped the situation?

Put yourself in the teacher’s shoes while teaching the lesson.

Role play (if there is still time)

· Select a student to be the “new” teacher for one of the following situations:

· It is the first day of school and this will be the “new” teacher’s first class session.  

· Have “students” disrupt the “new” teachers attempts to start class (YL students need to facilitate this –don’t let it get out-of-hand and answer questions 1 and 2 above at the conclusion)
· It is the first day back to class after Christmas break and class needs to be focused on the lesson instead of the events of Christmas break.

· Examples could be “students” texting, talking, laughing (YL students need to facilitate this –don’t let it get out-of-hand and answer questions 1 and 2 above at the conclusion)

· One of the high school teams is playing in a big game tonight; “students” are excited and the team has already left the building.  Class needs to stay focused and on task.
· Examples could be “students” texting, talking about the game, off-task (YL students need to facilitate this –don’t let it get out-of-hand and answer questions 1 and 2 above at the conclusion)
