Reimbursement

Once you have picked a Program Option (listed above) you will receive reimbursement from the
USDA for each half-pint of milk served based on that option. You must submit a claim at the end
of each month to receive reimbursement. Federal reimbursement must be used to offer milk to
all students at no cost or at a discounted price. Children may buy milk or receive it free, depend-
ing on the school’s pricing program.

Milk Options

To be reimbursed, your school must serve milk that meets the USDA and Montana standards for

the Special Milk Program. You must use fluid, pasteurized milk. Low-fat regular or flavored milk,

and skim regular or flavored milk, are acceptable options for this program.
