How to write a measurable postsecondary goal:
· Should relate to the Desired Post School Activities and the rest of the IEP
· Postsecondary means after high school
· Developed in terms of what the student is expected to do after graduation/high school.
· Must be observable
· Use accomplishing words i.e; work, live, play attend, etc.
· Use describing words such as; wants, wishes, will, intends, etc. 
· “After high school, Lucy will enroll in the college.”
· “Hunter will live with his parent until he finds an apartment with supports, after he graduates.”
