Timeline for implementation of McKinney-Vento amendments 

included in the Every Student Succeeds Act (ESSA)  

 
ED has received many questions about the effective date for the McKinney-

Vento amendments included in the Every Student Succeeds Act and resulting 
new Education for Homeless Children and Youth (EHCY) program 

requirements. ED has determined that these amendments will take 
effect on October 1, 2016, with the exception of the removal of "awaiting 

foster care placement" from the McKinney-Vento definition of homeless.
